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An Empirical Study of Performance Evaluation of Electronic Resources
in Chinese Academic Libraries Based on Analytic Network Process

Abstract: Based on 22 indexes of performance evaluation of electronic resources in Chinese academic li-
braries (PEERAL), the network structure model of the PEERAL has been constructed and the interactive
mechanism of the controlling-dimension and the network-dimension indexes have been elaborated. Conse-
quently, by constructing super matrix with analytic network process, the authors calculated the relative
weight of the importance of evaluation indexes. Lastly, combining the weight of each index and the non-di-
mensional indexes, the paper gives an empirical study of the PEERAL using calculating modes of compre-
hensive performances.
