Abstract With the advent of the information age, the traditional public library management mode is difficult to meet the needs of
readers in the new era. In order to adapt to these changes, some public libraries at home and abroad have carried out government-
owned and civilian-run reform. The reform of Takeo city library in Japan is one of the successful cases. The contents of the reform
include the reasonable introduction of the business model of bookstores, the provision of diversified services, and the promotion of
local culture by strengthening cooperation with social organizations. The successful experience can be summed up as follows: the
balance between commercialization and public welfare should be maintained in the management, the third space should be created ac—
cording to the guiding ideology of " people-oriented", and the cultural value can be improved through the inclusion of multi-cultural.
Its enlightenment to public libraries in China is as follows: when introducing commercial operation, we should clarify their respective
rights and responsibilities from the management system to ensure the basic cultural rights and interests of readers; the space con-
struction of libraries should respect the needs of different readers; libraries can play a guiding role in the construction of local charac—
teristic culture,
